Report from Annual General Meeting of the Carwinion Trust

At the AGM held on 18th October the Carwinion Playing Field Trust treasurer, Malcolm Dearnley
reported a LOSS for the year of £598.66. The trust normally relies on the Parish Council for its
income, but this year had donations of £500 from Budock Vean Golf Club, £200 from Mawnan Fun
Run and £50 from Carwinion Gardens. There was expenditure incurred on the rebuild of two cast iron
ended seats, but none on the maintenance of the playing surfaces (other than cutting) or boundaries.
It has been identified that maintenance work would be required on the building and playing area in
2007_8, and it is hoped to improve the “composting” of the grass cuttings and make a “child-proof”
storage area for machinery. It was agreed to seek grant funding for the latter items but to request
a grant of £5600 from the Parish Council. The balance in hand at 30th Sept was £1598.23.

Report from Annual General Meeting of the Carwinion Trust

At the same meeting, Denis Gartside, treasurer of the Junior Playing Field Trust reported a LOSS for
the year of £1209.20. Again income is from the Parish Council but the JPFT has been successful in
obtaining several grants over the last few years for the replacement and additional play equipment.
It was agreed to seek grant funding for £3930 from the Parish Council

Councillors’ declared Prejudicial Interests - Members’ Code of Conduct 2007

Councillors must declare a prejudicial interest in any matter to be discussed at a council meeting, if
they believe that anyone might feel that they have a sufficiently close interest in the matter that they
might not be totally objective. If a councillor has declared a prejudicial interest, the council’s
Standing Orders were that he/she should leave the council meeting for the duration of its discussion.

Following the Parish Council’s adoption of the 2007 Code of Conduct in its entirety, it has changed its
Standing Orders for meetings, to now allow a councillor to address the council on any matter in which
he/she has declared a prejudicial interest, before leaving the room for the remainder of the
discussion of that item.

This affords councillors equal rights to members of the public, who were already allowed to make
comment on any agenda item.

Cornwall County Council - Move to Unitary Status

Following the Government’'s decision that Cornwall should move to a unitary structure, with the
District Council’s being disbanded, council representatives recently attended a meeting in Falmouth,
to be updated on progress to date.
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The new unitary authority will be in place by May 2009. A joint team, consisting of the Chief
Executives and some senior officers of the County and District Councils, plus a joint committee of 24
elected members are in the process of being set up over the next few weeks.

A postal survey, asking for views from Parish and Town Councils, is planned before the end of
October, followed by additional consultation meetings. Regular updates will be given at Parish
Council meetings over the next 18 months.

Purchase of land for a Graveyard Extension at Mawnan Church

As is normal for any legal process, this has been a fairly tortuous exercise. The land is owned by the
National Trust, who can only sell by Compulsory Purchase (a CPO), which they are agreeable to.
Neither the Parochial Church Council nor the Parish Council have CPO powers, but Kerrier District
Council has agreed to progress this on our behalf.

The request for a CPO has been to committee at the District Council, and is now progressing.

Result — Calor “Village of the Year” Competition

Although the judges’ visit was an excellent day, Mawnan Smith was unsuccessful this year. The
winning entry was from Grampound with Creed. Mawnan Smith was highly commended, thanks to
an excellent effort from Clir Beth Lawry as organiser, and everyone else who was involved.

Opening of Mawnan Anvil Trust

Work on restoring the village smithy at Mawnan Smith and the building of three new craft workshops
has now been completed. All of these units are now occupied by local tradespeople. The complex
which was a step back in time when discovered having been closed for many years gathering dust,
was opened for public viewing in the first week of September.

A new village blacksmith, Richard Hingley, has been appointed and he will be working alongside
Gareth Griffiths, woodworker and Georgina Phillips, spinner and weaver. The project has taken
almost five years to complete and the Trust raised almost £400,000 to purchase the site and carry
out the restoration work.

Speed Visor for Grove Hill

A temporary visor was recently installed near the Shute Hill junction, and has now been removed
after a month’s monitoring of traffic and speeds. County Highways are to make a proposal to the
Parish Council concerning the final siting of the visor, which should be in place some time in the next
few months.

Possible future uses of the MCA Hall at Carwinion Playing Field

A working group is to be set up to examine the current operation of the MCA Hall, and make
proposals for expansions to its future use. This group will consist of members of the existing
management committee, some trustees of the Carwinion Trust and current and potential future
users. It is hoped that a “blueprint” for the future use of a valuable local asset can be agreed
between now and Christmas. Local residents who have an interest in the future of the Playing Field
are invited to express their views.

Replacement Swings for the Junior Playing Field
The Parish Council has been successful in its application for grant funding from “Awards For All” (part
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of the National Lottery), and has received a grant of 100% of the cost of replacing the old swings.
Work is already underway, and should be completed within weeks.

Vandalism in Public Toilets in Mawnan Parish

There has been a disturbing rise in the amount of vandalism taking place. If you can, please keep an
eye on the toilets, so they continue to be clean and tidy. These toilets are now owned by the Parish
and any repairs come out of Council funds.

Public Footpaths in Mawnan Parish

A Cornwall County Council project for Public Paths Improvement (PPIP) throughout the county has
this year been carrying out upgrade work in Mawnan Parish. A whole series of footpath
improvements have been made, with further work planned, which is very encouraging.

Mawnan Fun Run 2007

The Fun Run enjoyed its best year yet with a record turn out despite the poor weather on Sunday,
23" September 2007. More than 225 men, women and children ran, hopped, walked and skipped
their way around the 5k course, raising in excess of £2000 in the process for the Mawnan Playgroup
new building.

A crowd of well-wishers braved the rain to cheer the fun-runners home. Amongst those taking part
were a team of 30 children and teachers from Mawnan School and there were even had a couple of
fancy-dress racers, including Buzz Lightyear.
